Implant placement may be done using a flap or flapless technique. Flap technique is usually selected, due to the better 
assessment of available bone and thickness of the crestal area, but flapless surgery has also numerous advantages related 
to preservations of circulation and bone tissue volume at implant site, decrease of surgical time and accelerated healing 
[22]. In edentulous patients that do not require preprosthetic surgery and a flapless technique is used, the interim 
prosthesis can be done prior to the surgical phase, and minor adjustment are needed, contributing to a considerable 
decrease of the clinical time. 

Implant placement should be done according to the treatment plan; for a more accurate position a surgical template can 
be used. Usually, the axial implants are placed first (Figure 3), and then the titled ones (Figure 4). For verifying implant 
angulation, parallelizing pins can be used.
